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Fatal Crash – South Elm-Eugene Street


GREENSBORO, NC (Oct. 24, 2024) – At 5:27 a.m. today, Greensboro Police officers responded to South Elm-Eugene Street for a vehicle crash involving a pedestrian.

The pedestrian was not in a crosswalk while crossing west across South Elm-Eugene Street (just south of Eisenhower Avenue) when she was struck by a 2014 Chevrolet Caprice Classic driven by Edwin Fonville, 67, of Greensboro.

The pedestrian, who was identified as Patty Ann Shields, 44, of Greensboro, died at the scene.

Speed and impairment are not factors in this crash. The investigation is ongoing.
